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A CELEBRATION TO REMEMBER: 
THE GRAND OPENING OF MEYERS RIDGE

The Allegheny County Housing Authority (ACHA) and The Community Builders (TCB) hosted a grand opening for the 
newly revitalized Meyers Ridge affordable housing community on Tuesday, May 25th. Meyers Ridge, formerly the McKees 
Rocks Terrace public housing site, was awarded a $15.8 million dollar HUD HOPE VI grant in 1998 and leveraged 

approximately $15 million more to transform McKees Rocks Terrace into the new, mixed-income community that it is 
today. The ACHA saw a need to revitalize this development and leveraged its HOPE VI funding to transform the develop-
ment and bring value to the entire McKees Rocks community. The site, which used to hold 288 rental units now consists 
of 146 larger rental units with modern day amenities and 19 single family for-sale homes, creating a variety of housing 
options for families of all income ranges. Upon completion of the new site, residents of the former McKees Rocks Terrace 
had the first opportunity to occupy a new unit and many have returned to the community. Construction of the for-sale 
homeownership units is still in progress and will be completed within the next year.
 
The Grand Opening was a successful celebration of the new community and local civic leaders including Chief County 
Executive Dan Onorato spoke and praised the diligence and hard work of ACHA and TCB staff and residents. In his remarks, 
Onorato talked about the need to change the face of public housing and complimented the ACHA in “serving as a leader 
of this necessary physical and image transformation.” He also recognized a continued need for quality affordable housing 
options within the county and stated that “Meyers Ridge provides not only a viable affordable housing opportunity for 
residents but, more importantly, an overall improved quality of life.”

The ACHA has recently integrated a web cam system to its revitalization 
and construction activities management.  The HOPE VI Revitalization of  
Ohioview Acres, McKees Rocks, PA, is the chosen project for the new 

system.  The camera is mounted on the rooftop of an adjacent 6-story ACHA 
apartment building, Ohioview Tower.  It will be used to monitor construction 
progress and completion through the year of 2006.  The system will be used 
to create a historical record of digital video and images based on views and 
schedules set in advance.

Residents, staff, business partners, and interested persons now have full access 
to the camera system via the ACHA web site.  A photo archive of construction 
activity will soon be available for viewing and progress reference.

Felix Negley -  Updating to Today’s Standards
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Tarentum Borough will see a new face and name on its Felix Negley Apartments 
public housing site. The Allegheny County Housing Authority (ACHA) saw a  
need to rehabilitate the site and provide improved and up-to-date 

affordable housing opportunities to residents in this area of Allegheny County.  
The modernized  Felix-Negley community will adopt a new name to be 
announced soon.

Through tax credit financing, the ACHA in partnership with TREK Development 
Group will transform the 36 dwelling units to a 26 unit site. The new units will be 
more spacious and planned with modern-day amenities such as laundry hook-
ups, air conditioning and a fully equipped kitchen. In addition, a new community 
room and landscape improvements will be added to improve the aesthetic 
and overall value of the community. “TREK is excited to work with the staff and 
residents of the ACHA to make this community a viable and quality affordable 
housing option for residents of Allegheny County stated Bill Gatti, President of 
TREK. “This will be a development that Tarentum Borough will be proud to have.” 
Construction is expected to begin this fall and will take approximately one year 
to complete. All former residents of Felix Negley Apartments have been relocated 
to other affordable housing options in the area.
